6. Description of the contract

Reconstruction of Nagyatad visitor’s centre:

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Technical and professional capacity of candidate:

· The tenderer has completed at least one project of the same nature/complexity as the works concerned by this tender with the amount of at least 330 000 EUR and implemented during the last 3 years from the submission deadline.
