CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

Construction of bicycle lead up roads for better physical connections in the Hungarian-Serbian border region.
The objective of the project is the infrastructure development of the border areas of Hungary and Serbia, and the expansion of the transport network between the two countries to interlink the direct target areas of the project to EUROVELO 6 main road. The expected result on the Hungarian side is 4,34 km bicycle lane phase laid, wich can be used by the cyclists with various needs.

TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all legal persons [participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers] which are established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory  of the regions covered and/or authorised by the  specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below). All works, supplies and services under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. The participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EU external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of 9000 euros when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of  5 % of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
Economic and financial capacity of candidate:

a.) The Balance Sheet Earnings of the tender could not be negative in the past three completed (closed) financial years (2010, 2011, 2012).

The following proof documents should be request: Presentation of balance sheets or extracts from balance sheets for at most the last three years form which accounts have been closed, where publication of the balance sheet is required under the company law of the country in which the economic operator is established.

b.) Certifies with a bank statement that he has no delayed payment towards any other natural person or legal entity, or delay in loan repayment in the last 12 months.
The following proof documents should be request: appropriate statements from banks.

c.) The tenderer’s total net annual turnover, based on the simple mathematical average of the previous three years’ (2010, 2011, 2012) net turnover reach HUF 150.000.000.- and for the same period the simple arithmetic average of the road end bicycle road construction must not reach the HUF 100.000.000,- 

The following proof documents should be request: a statement of overall turnover and turnover for works covered by a contract during a period of the last three financial years.
d.) The tenderer must provide the sum of 30.000.000 HUF on a depository account for the period of implementation until the first interim payment.
The following proof documents should be request: appropriate statements from banks.

Technical  and professional  capacity of candidate:

a.) The tenderer has to provide at least four reference in the previous five years on bicycle road construction of technically accepted finished building works, worth of net HUF 90.000.000.- at least per piece. The bicycle road constructions have to include traffic technological works and, at least one archeological works.

The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned.

(This means that the project the tenderer refers to could have been started/implmented/completed at any time during the indicated period but it does not necessarily have to be started and completed during that period, nor implemented during the entire period.)

The following proof documents should be request: The list of the works carried out in the last five years, with the sums, dates and places. The list of the most important works must be accompanied by certificates of satisfactory execution, issued by the Contracting Authority or entity who ordered or purchased the works, specifying whether they have been carried out in a professional manner and have been fully completed.

b.) The tenderer is required to possess the minimum technical equipment (machinery) as the following:

- 1 pcs vibratory roller (min.capacity of 11 ton)

- 1 pcs roller squeegee (min.capacity of 23 ton)

- 1 pcs dump trucks (min.capacity of 13 m3)

- 1 db finisher (min.capacity of 150 KW)

- 1 db site of asphalt mixer (min.capacity of 150 ton/ hour), wich possess  valid of testimonial.

- 1 pcs Universal backhoe loaders

- 1 pcs Rotary excavator


c.) The Tenderer must have the following professional staff required in order to perform the task:
· at least one chief project manager in charge (Category A), who has at least three years of experience and registered as outlined in the 2.2 point of appendix 1 (MV-VZ/A and MV-KÉ/A) or equivalent, of the government decree nr 244/2006. (XII.05.)

· at least one chief engineer in charge (Category A), who has at least three years of experience and registered as outlined in the 2.2 point of appendix 1 (MV-VZ/A and MV-KÉ/A) or equivalent, of the government decree nr 244/2006. (XII.05.)
· at least one Certified Occupational Safety Specialist, who has at least three years of experience of industrial safety.
One expert can be nominated at most one position.
d.) The Tenderer must have certificates of MSZ EN ISO 14001 accredited in any national system, or lacking this a proof about an environmental protection management system equalling to standard.  (road- and public works)

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacity of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tenderer relies mostly on the capacity of other entities or when it relies on key criteria. If the Tenderer relies on other entities, it must prove t the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary to perform the contract, for example by producing an undertaking on the part of those entities to place resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the tender should include a separate document providing data on this third entity for the relevant selection criterion. Proof of capacity must be furnished at request of the Contracting Authority.
